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Based on numerous cutting-edge research findings that are well-known internationally and have also been implemented

in regional medical service, Graduate School of Medicine, Dentistry, and Pharmaceutical Sciences trains highly creative

and self-sufficient researchers, leaders in research, education and medical care, and medical professionals with an ethical

perspective based on expert knowledge and humane principles.

To achieve the cultivation of human resources, we established the following educational objectives:
